Bristol Urban Design Forum
Call for Steering Group Chair and members
The Bristol Urban Design Forum (BUDF) is an independent group of design and environment professionals who undertake design review of specific development proposals and provide advice to Bristol City Council on urban design policy preparation.

Established in 2007 the BUDF is made up of a design review panel (which is separately chaired) and a governing steering group. This steering group gives guidance and direction to the wider Forum and advises on and monitors its overall strategy, finances, management and effectiveness. A part-time Forum Manager provides administrative support to the panel and steering group. 
The steering group now wishes to appoint 2 additional members and a new Chair. 
The role of Steering Group Chair is likely to attract an individual of recognised stature within the field of design and the built environment, with strong ambassadorial and communication skills and a commitment to the Nolan principles of public life.  

Key aspects of the Chair's role include: 
· Leading the steering group with authority and fairness and assisting the steering group in making decisions

· Acting as an advocate and representative of both the steering group and the Bristol Urban Design Forum as a whole

· Communicating on behalf of the Forum with relevant interest groups within Bristol and the region, and with Bristol City Council
· Supporting the Forum Manager and Chair and, with the steering group, monitoring their effectiveness
A knowledge of Bristol and its role within the South West is essential. 
Meetings take place in Bristol 4 times each year.  Posts are unpaid; however travel and disbursements will be paid.  The appointments are for a 3-year term.
